Air Mail Pilots
Get Pay Increase
Fliers Advanced to $7,000

and $7,700 Salary
Per Year

CHICAGO—(/P)—-Representatives of
five major air lines Monday snnounc.
ed an increased pay scale affecting
pilots und co-pilots and a program pro-
viding better working conditions as
they sought to eradicate unrest man-
ifest recently regarding compensation.

Announcement of increased pay was
made in a joint statement issued by
American  Airways, Eastern  Aair
Transport, Transcontinental and West-
ern Alr, United Airlines and Western
Air Express.

The new wages will be effective Oc-
tober 1. Pilots, company representa-
tives said, will receive an average of
$7.50 per hour. No sttement was piv-
i vegarding present wage scales hut
the conferees said the new scale
represenled an inerease in pay “to 260
out of a total of 4715 pilots employed
by the five lines." They said it would
maintain an average salary of about
